He read it, waa pleased with it—
subscribed for ity sent it to a leading politieian, who,
following in part its counsels, revelutionized the |
party policy of his State. The paper was sustained
by Momery RAISED AT THIS Fan.

A petition for the abolition of Slavery was sent lo
Congress. It was discussed—the dizcussion was
printed in the administration papers, and scattered
thickly over the land: Thooght, agitation, convic-
tion, conversion ensued, in multitodes of instances —
the whole pablic mind advanced a ste p- The form of
petition which put the whole in_motion, was printed
and cirenlated by Moxey matsen at riis Far,

A eorps of Anti-Slavery agents went into New-
Hampshire, and held one handred Conventions. The
mext year, the Pro-Slavery Demoeratic party was
scattered. The ngents, so far as money was needed,
were sustained by, the MoNEY RAISED AT THIS
Farr. e
